The 2010 North Star 

District Spring Camporee 

will be an event like none 

other.  This year, the 

Competition Station 

scoring has changed.   We 

have reduced the number 

of competition stations due to the addition of the Dance 

Program, Mic-O-Say Workshop and Good Turn service 

event, which will also be part of our competition scoring.  

In fact, these latter events will be weighted a little heavier, 

to provide incentive for participation.  We are also 

reducing the number of points per station from 100 points 

to 10 points each.   Consequently, the events and scoring 

will be as follows: 

Animal Tracking    10 points 

Long Distance Clove Hitch*  10 points 

Shelter Building   10 points 

Compass Course   10 points 

Firebuilding   10 points 

Dutch Oven   10 points 

[The scoring on the above stations will be distributed as 

follows:  1 point for all members in Class B uniform, 1 

point for scout spirit and participation, 1 point for patrol 

flag and 7 points for skill at station.] 

Dutch Oven Cooking Competition 10 points 

Dance Program   15 points 

Mic-O-Say Workshop  15 points 

Good Turn Service Project  30 points 

[The scoring for the above stations will be based on 

participation alone.  The service project will be 1 ½ hours 

in length and will be at an assigned time.  All Cooking 

Competition entries should be turned in between 5:00 and 

6:00 p.m.] 

There will be 10 bonus points for completing all stations in 

sequence ï except for the service project, which should be 

completed at the assigned time. 

The scoring sheets will be distributed at registration ï 1 

scoring sheet per patrol. 

Trophies this year will be awarded on a Troop basis.  The 

total score for the Troop will be an average of the scores of 

all patrols from that troop participating.  Therefore, if a 

small troop has one patrol and that patrol gets 120 out of a 

possible 140, 120 will be both the patrol score and troop 

score.  A larger troop with 3 patrols, however, with scores 

of 115, 120 and 125, will be averaged together to arrive at 

a Troop score of 120 (115 + 120 + 125 = 360;  360/3 = 

120).
